Consortium agreement for library co-operation in St. Petersburg

 

GOY St.-Petersburg State Polytechnical University, hereinafter called STU, represented by president Y.S. Vasiliev,

The St.-Petersburg state university of economy and finance, hereinafter called FINEK, represented by the rector L.S. Terasevitch, 

and

the St.-Petersburg state electrotechnical university "LETI", hereinafter called ETU, represented by the rector D.V. Puzankov, 

hereinafter called the Parties,

whereas the European Commission, hereafter named EC, has granted the TEMPUS/TACIS contract number UM_JEP-22254-2001, hereafter named Copeter (see appendix);

whereas STU has agreed to participate in the Copeter project (Endorsement letter d.d. 20.02.2001 signed by Dr Y. Vasiliev, president); 

whereas ETU has agreed to participate in the Copeter project (Endorsement letter d.d. 25.02.2001 signed by Prof D.V. Puzankov, rector); 

whereas FINEK has agreed to participate in the Copeter project (Endorsement letter d.d. 20.02.2001 signed by Prof L.S. Tarasevitch, rector); 

whereas STU, ETU and FINEK by participating in the Copeter project have agreed to create a consortium for interlibrary co-operation;

Have concluded the agreement as follows:

1.
Subject of the agreement

The parties create a consortium of university libraries in St.-Petersburg with the purpose of improving the modernization of the management of library resources through the development of an electronic union catalogue and a system of electronic document ordering and delivery between the participants of the consortium. This consortium can be enlarged at any time by universities and libraries of. St.-Petersburg and the Russian Federation.

2.
Rights and duties

2.1.
The members of the consortium have general and specific rights and duties. The general rights and duties are specified in the present agreement. The specific rights and duties are laid down in the present agreement for STU, FINEK and ETU. The specific rights and duties for the new members will be agreed upon at the moment of their acceptance in the consortium.

2.2.
The parties have the following general rights:

-
free-of-charge search and retrieval of records from the union catalogue;

- 
free-of-charge use of bibliographic records for copy cataloguing;

-
free-of-charge or on favourable terms use of the electronic document ordering and delivery system;

-
free-of-charge or on favourable terms use of electronic educational resources of the members of the consortium.

2.3.
The parties have the following general duties:

-
to develop the union catalogue and the system of electronic document ordering and delivery for the benefit of the members of the consortium;

-
to develop the union catalogue according to the decisions of the working groups of the consortium.

2.4.
FINEK has the following specific duties:

-
to set up the legal and organizational structures that are necessary for the consortium;

-
to see to it that all members take up their responsibilities in the new consortium;

-
to participate in all board meetings of the consortium;

-
to deliver routinely all its electronic bibliographic records to the union catalogue;

-
to install and use the system for electronic document ordering and supply created under Copeter.

2.5.
ETU has the following specific duties:

-
to participate in all board meetings of the consortium;

-
to deliver routinely all its electronic bibliographic records to the union catalogue;

-
to install and use the system for electronic document ordering and supply created under Copeter.

2.6.
STU has the following specific duties:

-
to participate in all board meetings of the consortium; 

-
to deliver routinely all its electronic bibliographic records to the union catalogue;

-
to set up a union catalogue for the consortium members. 

-
to continue this union catalogue after the end of Copeter for sustainability of the project results and, wherever possible, extend this union catalogue to other libraries in St. Petersburg and the Russian Federation.

-
to build a system of document ordering and supply for the consortium members and to continue this system after the end of the Copeter project for sustainability of the project results and to make this system available to other libraries in St. Petersburg and the Russian Federation;

-
to install and use the system for electronic document ordering and supply created under Copeter.

3.
Management

3.1.
The Management Board is the highest authority in the consortium. All matters not devolved to other management levels of the consortium have to be decided by the Management Board.

All questions, which are not determined by the present agreement, should be decided by the Management Board.

3.2.
The Management Board is composed as follows:

-
one representative of the administration of each university - member of a consortium;

-
one representative from each library;

-
one representative from ICLIS (technical coordinator of the consortium at STU).

3.3.
The Board rules by majority rule.

3.4.
The Board elects a president, a vice-president and a secretary.

3.5.
The president is obliged: 

-
to set the dates of assemblies and to define the agenda;

-
to hold the Board meetings.

3.6.
The vice-president carries out the duties of the president during his/her absence.

3.7.
The secretary is to notify the members of the Board about the meeting and consortium decisions.

3.8.
The consortium holds at least two annual meetings of the Management Board. Extra meetings can be scheduled by the president of the Board or when two members of the Board ask for it.

3.9.
The board may decide to create working groups e.g. union catalogue, interlending & document ordering and supply, library automation.

3.10.
The working groups hold at least one meeting per three months.

3.11.
The decisions of the working groups confirmed by the President are mandatory for all participants of the Consortium.

4.
Joining the consortium and exit from the consortium

4.1. The number of the members of the consortium is not limited.

4.2.
The following rules for new members have to be observed:

-
the candidate submits a written application for entry to the consortium in a free form.

-
the Board decides about the admission of the new member and defines the specific rights and duties.

4.3.
Any member of the consortium can exit from the consortium on the basis of a written application addressed to the Board sent not less than in 6 months before the moment of exit.

4.4.
The moment of exit of the Parties from the consortium is determined in addition in item 6.3. of the present agreement.

5.
Financing

Financial relations of the members of the Consortium, sources of financing and the distribution of financing are defined by the annual annex to the present agreement. The annex is accepted by the Board after approval by all members of the Consortium. The annex is an integral part of the present agreement.

6.
Duration and terms 

6.1.
The agreement becomes valid from the moment of its signing by the Parties.

6.2.
The agreement is valid during an unlimited period of time.

6.3.
The agreement can be terminated by the Board decision, but not earlier then the end of the project Copeter (May 15, 2004).

7.
Other conditions

7.1.
The agreement is signed in four copies, one for each of the Parties and one for the University of Antwerp.

7.2.
To the present agreement is attached as annex: a certified copy of the contract between the European Commission and the University of Antwerp (Belgium) with regard to the grant of the Copeter project.
